Welcome to this month’s issue of 
PowerLines, the newsletter of the 
Orlando BDSM Munch community.  
 
Well, if we thought February was 
interesting… March was the champ, 
hands down! March 1999 saw all of 
us dealing with issues of trust, 
feelings of betrayal, confusion and a 
deep sense of loss. We let our guard 
down... we were too eager to rush to 
have a nice place to meet and play, 
that we didn’t take the precautions 
that could have been taken. 
 
I wrote last month that this is the time 
to stand together.. Well, it is STILL 
the right time for that! Let’s all be 
considerate of the feelings of others 
in this community, those that are still 
fearful, still hurting, still confused… 
those that feel the need in their own 
lives to pull back away from the 
public community… we can hope that 
they can join us again soon.  
 
And those that are left? Well, 
perhaps now is the time to start anew 
a dialog that addresses the 
challenges we all face, that 
addresses community responsibility 
to each other; that discusses 
education, not only of those that are 
interested in the BDSM lifestyle, but 
perhaps even begins to educate the 
vanilla world. There was a great 
comment in a recent newspaper 
column by Greg Dawson of the 
Orlando Sentinal, where he mused 
that this country has always had a 
problem with recreational sex, but no 
problem at all with recreational 
violence. Doesn’t sound right, does 
it? 
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the membership list, which you may recall Anne 
saying was destroyed, audio tapes of various 
things, but at least including an OPEx meeting, and 
substantial amounts of recordable CDs. 
 
At this point, a past patron of the dungeon went to 
the Kissimmee police to view the tapes. These 
tapes were reported to be taken from fixed angles 
in the building, areas where someone could not just 
go in and secretly tape with a handheld camera. 
 
On March 12th, gazelle and I went to the 
Kissimmee police department and viewed these 
tapes. These tapes were taken from cameras in the 
ceiling above each of the crosses. We saw Anne, 
Kenny and Jack discussing the placement of the 
cameras, testing the effect of full vs. subdued 
lighting conditions on the image quality, whether 
the glare from the pommel horse would be 
excessive, wondering which camera would look 
better on the computer, and so forth.  
 
Gazelle saw herself taped at a Women in Leather 
meeting, and we both heard ourselves on an audio 
cassette that was recorded at an OPEx meeting.   
 
There had been a lot of rumor and he said/she said 
regarding this whole affair. It has caused a lot of us 
(well, at least me) to question who to believe, the  
 Anne and Kenny or the police. Well, this is one 
thing I know for sure: I WAS LIED TO. Anne, 
Kenny and Jack knew full well that there were 
cameras  in the dungeon. 
 
As far as I am concerned, the police's credibility 
has now gone way up, and Anne and Kenny's has 
gone way down. The following is what the police 
told me, and while I don't think I'll just swallow 
everything they tell me with a glass of milk, I am 
much more inclined to give their claims credence. 
 
The police say that the cameras fed to video tape 
recorders that were located in the entertainment 
hutch located behind the reception desk, in a 
locked cabinet under where the CD player and 
amplifier were. The key to the hutch was on a 
tether around Anne's neck. They also say that the 
cameras used did not have their own audio, but 
that there was a microphone located in the middle 
of the ceiling, as well as two wireless mikes above 
the crosses.

In case you don’t get to the Orlando Munch web 
site (and I know it’s only because you don’t have a 
computer), I have been maintaining a page dealing 
with the ALCH affair, from which I take this month’s 
column. 
 
 
 
Law enforcement officials in Kissimmee had 
received complaints and an anonymous tips 
regarding possible illegal actions occurring at the 
local dungeon, known as ALCH (“Alternative 
Lifestyle Community Hall“). They instituted an 
undercover investigation that lasted approximately 
six weeks. During the course of this investigation, a 
building inspector cited the facility for various 
infractions.  
 
 The dungeon was closed by police on 2/19, and its 
principles, Anne, Kenny and Jack, were arrested. 
Anne and Kenny were charged with operating a 
business without a proper occupational license (the 
license that was on file was for a janitorial 
business) and having a building that was not up to 
code. Jack was arrested for lewd behavior in regard 
to a sexual act undercover officers had observed 
while they were investigating. 
 
When the premises were searched, it was reported 
that video cameras and monitoring equipment were 
found, as well as tapes presumably taken with said 
equipment, and it was suggested that patrons who 
might not have known that they were being taped 
might want to come down to the station.  
 
Anne, Kenny and Jack were in my living room 
when this was reported on the news, with footage 
of the equipment. When questioned directly about 
the presence of video equipment at ALCH, they 
responded in the negative. Anne swore on her 
daughter's head that there was no such 
equipment. 
 
Anne, Kenny and Jack contacted noted area First 
Amendment attorney David Wasserman, and a 
legal defense fund was established.  Anne and 
Kenny appeared at a meeting of SPICE (a south 
Florida BDSM organization) and told their tale of 
being vigorously arrested. 
 
A warrant was obtained and Anne and Kenny's 
house was searched. Many more video tapes were 
found (the current count is around 60), as well as 
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not permitted to operate until the violations  
 were addressed. Since the dungeon was open 
anyway, this served as the grounds to close it and 
arrest Ann and Kenny. 
 
How I Feel About All This 
You are welcome to skip this part if you really don't 
care, but it's my column and I can talk about how I 
feel if I want. In all that account, I have tried to 
report the “facts” without commenting on them. 
Here's my comment: I am very upset. I really, really 
resent being lied to. I hate that what Anne and 
Kenny have done have made members of the 
community afraid of official persecution. 
I hate that I now have to wonder what, out of all of 
what Anne and Kenny told me, was true and what 
was false. I'm sure they didn't lie about everything,  
 but they definitely lied about something pretty 
important. 
 
I'm upset with myself because I was perfectly 
willing to let someone else take the up-front role for 
providing a play facility, without really worrying to 
much about whether all the 'T's were crossed and 
all the 'I's were dotted. 
 

If you have been to the ALCH 
in the last four months, I 
strongly urge you to contact 
the Kissimmee Police and 
request to view the tapes 
they have in their 
possession, and after viewing 
such tapes, assuming that 
you are upon  
 them, I urge you to file 

charges. That is what gazelle and I did. 
 
If you do not contact the police, they will be trying 
to contact you. They have the ALCH membership 
information (surprise!), but they are not interested 
in charging the patrons, who have not committed 
any  
 illegal acts, they are interested in charging Anne 
and Kenny, who  
have. Godspeed. They told us that they are trying 
to subpoena Mindspring,  
 AOL, AT&T and so forth to get street mail 
addresses to go along with the e-mail address they 
already have. If you do not wish to have such a 
letter (albeit a discreet one) arrive at your door,

Videotaping someone without their permission is a 
misdemeanor, and audio taping someone without 
their permission is a felony (videotaping does not 
count as also audio taping if the person in question 
does not speak or can not be heard).  
 
 Every person and every instance counts as a 
separate offense. For instance, at the Women In 
Leather meeting, one of our members was caught 
from both camera angles, and that counts as two 
offenses. 
 
If you have been to the ALCH in the last four 
months, and if you object to being video taped 
without your permission, and you wish to swear out 
a complaint, please call Sergeant Shepperd at 407-
846-3333. According to the police, cases such as 
this are usually plea-bargained and rarely (but very 
well could) go to court, so while you should be 
prepared to testify if necessary, it may not be 
necessary.  
 
Some people have expressed concerns that by 
filing a complaint, they might be appearing on the 
police “radar” and opening themselves up for some  
 kind of prosecution. Well, I suppose anything 
is possible at this point (who do you trust?), 
but all I did was fill out a form that said that 
my voice had been recorded without my 
permission. The police did not ask me about 
any activities that I was involved with.  
 
We talked to the officers about the legality of 
BDSM activities and clubs. The upshot of that 
discussion is that bondage, beating, flogging, 
and so forth are not illegal. In a public space (which 
includes spaces where someone can  
 pay a fee and enter), certain acts are generally 
considered “lewd” and are illegal. These acts 
include what you would expect, the various 
combinations of genital, oral, and anal contact, as 
well as inserting objects into body cavities. 
 
Specifically, they said that if a) the area the 
warehouse was in had been zoned for adult 
entertainment, b) no “lewd” conduct (see above) 
had occurred, and c) the building had been up to 
code, that there would have been no grounds  
 for an arrest. 
 
They said that the code citation was meant to and 
should have served as a notice that the facility was

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contact the Kissimmee police. 
 
I also urge you to not to send money to any “ALCH Defense Fund” and I now deeply regret making any 
such recommendation <slaps forehead>. 
 
Here is a form to request a refund from David Wasserman for those kind and generous individuals who 
were willing to help what was represented as a worthy cause. 
 
 
 
On [Date] I sent my check [#] in the amount of $$$$$$ to the ALCH legal defense  
fund. Solicitation for this fund was based on fraudulent information from the  
defendants. Since you are custodian of this fund, I am requesting that my $$$$$$  
contribution be returned immediately. Failure to comply with this request will  
be deemed to be further evidence of fraudulent behavior. This would warrant  
complaints to the Florida Bar Association, the Department of Revenue and the  
appropriate law enforcement associations.

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is that it's not, it can be erotic and it can be sensual, 
but it doesn't mean it's sexual. He taught me that 
BDSM and sex are two separate entities that can 
be combined if chosen to.  Rap only scenes on 
women, so that's naturally who I scened on. 
Lapetimort was my first scene with a woman really. 
When we did a sensual scene on her. That seems 
to be what I am, a sensualist. It just kind of comes 
out. I'm getting to the more sadistic side, but the 
sensual is really who I am in my core, so that's 
what we had worked on quite a bit. Finally Rap said 
"You're ready to do this on your own." And I said 
"Oh no I'm not," and he said "Oh yes you are, 
you're going to." That's when I started scening on 
my own. He and Davie apparently talked too much 
to each other! LOL 
 
I had a submissive, as a matter of fact, the only 
submissive I ever took. He is the only submissive 
that showed up with a Godiva chocolate, a bunny 
rabbit even!  I mean, naturally, with a name like 
Godiva, can anybody be more direct? I've had subs 
say "I didn't know you really liked Godiva 
Chocolates." Hullo!! (laughing). But this sub taught 
me a lot as well because he was a SAM, he was a 
switch, and I had to stay on him constantly. He was 
an extremist. He was extremely sadistic and 
extremely masochistic; one or the other. It taught 
me quite a bit. And then Ms. Laura started 
mentoring me. I had wanted her to mentor me for 
ages. She never understood that. And finally 
Lapetimort mentioned it to her and she said "Oh, 
that's what she wanted?" And so now Ms. Laura 
mentors me. She is very similar to Davie in her 
thinking and her logic. She calls me on things and 
makes me reflect, and I have grown a lot, it's just 
been amazing. When she first got me I was calling 
her all the time, "I need help with this, what do you 
think about this?" Now we talk and she says "I'm so 
proud of you, you've just grown so much, and 
you're more mature." That was a huge compliment. 
Rap gave me a compliment too. He saw me scene 
one night, and it was a very long scene. Most of my 
scenes are pretty short, as I do not public scene 
much. But this one was an hour and a half to two 
hours long. It was my first time doing any type of 
knife play, and it was a little bit more rough than he 
had seen me play before. When I was finished with 
the scene and aftercare with the submissive, he 
came up to me and gave me a huge hug and said 
"I am just so proud of you darlin'. You have no idea 
how you have blossomed. And the funny thing 
about it is that you don't even see it!" And so all of 
this, this month has been a celebration of all of that. 
I have some of my journals still. I'm still writing 
those journals, as a matter of fact. And when I 
reflect, it's amazing! Okay, and funny too! 
 
How long have you been thinking about BDSM 
in your life?

I understand that this month is an anniversary 
for you, can you tell us about that? 
 
It's my one year anniversary being in the lifestyle, I 
can't believe it! I have done a lot of growing, a lot of 
changing. I've just come out of a disillusionment 
phase - sometimes people are very hurtful. There 
are a lot of things going on that you weren't 
prepared to see, it's not really what you've been 
taught. There seems to be BDSM section and then 
the swinger's section; sometimes I just get very 
confused with everything. I came back from my 
growth phase a lot stronger, a bit more accepting, 
but more or less with the attitude that,  if that's what 
you want to do, that's fine, but it's not for me. I'm 
still so thankful to Master Davie, because he was a 
"nilla" friend for a year and a half, told me of his 
interests in BDSM, then he started mentoring and 
training me. Most people don't have that 
opportunity when coming in.  You are lucky if 
somebody takes you underneath their wing. He 
took me in and taught me - he's British, more aloof, 
and cut and dried than we Americans.  This is what 
you do, this is what you don't do, very rigid. And it 
was good. People coming in need that rigidity to 
keep them in line so they don't get off the beaten 
path and start playing before they're ready to, start 
getting 
involved with people that they shouldn't get 
involved with, etc. He was just the best thing that 
happened to me. I see so many people kind of 
wandering in and they're really lost. He wouldn't let 
me touch anybody initially, and then at the time I 
was ready to start scening, I wouldn't scene! He 
pushed me off the ledge, said "You're going to do it, 
and you're going to do it now, whether you like it or 
not" then turned around and walked off. So I said 
okay! Rap was training me for a short period of 
time, and with him I wouldn't do it either. So those 
two talked and said "She's ready," so I started 
doing double scenes with Rap. Actually Davie had 
a slave, he was very funny about people touching 
her. You don't touch his property! Let's just say you 
don't touch or say anything rude to his property or 
someone he is protecting or  he'll take your head 
off. His slave offered herself to me for flogging 
purposes.  I couldn't hit her, she had become like a 
mother figure to me. But you know sometimes you 
just wanna hit your mama too! But I didn't do it. 
No...I did do it, I did scene with her one time. I was 
so scared to hit her, and then she started moving 
and I said "Davie tell her not to move!" and he said 
"Oh no, she can move, you just concentrate more." 
I was thrown into the flame! That is when he walked 
off for a few, so that I could prepare myself.  
 
 I worked with Rap one on one for training and we 
did double scenes together. Actually I would not 
scene on a woman at that time. We have the 
tendency to think it's all associated with sex, and 
that's what Davie was trying to drum into my head, 
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How did you find out about the Orlando Munch 
Group? 
 
I was driving over to Tampa all the time, I didn't 
know for a while there was something in Orlando. 
Master Davie lives in Tampa, I was good friends 
with people over there, Donna and Thor, gntl, Lindy 
and DoMented, etc. Lapetimort actually has known 
me the longest out of the Orlando. She was over in 
Tampa when I went out at night for the first 
time.....it was my first time out to a party. Believe it 
or not it was this time last year almost to the day. 
She met me and said "Why don't you go to the stuff 
in Orlando?" Lapetimort and I go a long way back.  
 
I went to my first Munch and met somebody who is 

very dear to me to this day. I basically 
went there, walked around and asked him 
if he minded if I sat there. I sat down and 
we started talking away with another fellow 
sitting there. He was visiting from 
Germany - he said he'd play with me any 
time, but I wasn't ready to do hands on 
yet. That was in May, when we were still at 
the mall. Ms. Laura came and sat down, 
and Mistress Demeter, Tammy came, you 
were there, woody was there. I spent the 

time just talking and learning. That was where I met 
Ms. Laura. She told me a few months later that it 
was amazing that I had just sat down and started 
talking to him, because he really doesn't like to talk 
to that many people, he thought very highly of me. I 
knew that Ms. Laura was somebody I'd like to get 
to know, and now she mentors me! 
 
You've talked a little bit about your mentoring 
experiences, but I'd like to concentrate on that a 
minute. It's a unique approach to learning about 
BDSM that I know could benefit many people. 
Why don't you talk a little bit about 
how you feel about that? 
 
I think it's much needed, and it's very underrated, in 
a nutshell. If you look at this from an outsider's 
point of view, you come in, this is a munch, so you 
just hang out. You go to different playparties and 
such. People come up to you and they want to 
touch you, they want to know where you live, if 
you're dating anybody, and what are you? You say 
"I'm not really sure." Well, they think you have a 
dominant personality, therefore you must 
be Dom. Or you're quiet and nice, therefore you 
must be submissive. And it puts that person into an 
arena that they're probably not ready to be in yet. I 
think a Mentorship Board or a question and answer 
board to the Orlando Munch Board is needed. 
Something more than the initial few questions that 
a newbie may have. They provide the Newbies 
class (which is great), but after the Newbies class,

This is a funny question! I started when I was 15! I 
didn't know what it was called, what I was doing! I 
had a boyfriend at the time who just opened up to 
me many of his thoughts and ideas. He was my first 
boyfriend, and he was white.  And you know, we 
always heard that white people do some freaky 
things! (Laughing) I just didn't have any idea how 
freaky you people are! He would bring things and 
say "I'd like for you to try this." And I'd say "What do 
you want me to do with that?" "I want you to hit me 
with it." He started with a wide belt, and then the 
things got thinner and thinner. He got totally off on 
looking at all the marks on his body - he was very, 
very fair. He was into golden showers. And I'd think 
"I can't believe I really did that - how cool!" I think 
being that young, it started 
doing things to me mentally, 
because I didn't have anybody 
to talk to. At home I'd hear how 
the man is supposed to be in 
charge, you're the girl, you're 
supposed to do this, that and 
the other. Which is really funny 
considering I come from more of 
a matriarchal home - go figure! I 
started having all those 
combative feelings. I felt like I needed to stop this, I 
needed to get me together. It was fun when I could 
really let myself go, and not have to deal with the 
mental complications. I don't know where he was 
finding all the ideas for things to try. He was just 
very experimental. It was great! So that's where I 
got my start. But after that, I really didn't think about 
it much. I went from that to being heavily involved in 
church, and then was the Singles Coordinator at 
church. When I finished with that, it was just me, 
and then I met Davie. For the longest time he didn't 
find out that I had been into it as a teenager until 
one night we were in a DS forum that was for 
newbies to come and ask questions.  I mentioned it 
in there, and then I get this flash IM - "How come I 
did not know this? You started when you were 15?" 
It wasn't that I was trying to leave anything out, it 
just never occurred to me to mention it. 
 
Many of us begin by thinking about BDSM and 
then move to real life experiences, but you 
started in real life, it seems. 
 
No, I didn't have any thoughts or anything like that, 
I just jumped in. I consider myself pretty open-
minded (except for some chickens and stuff (big 
laugh!)), so I decided to just give it a whirl.  No 
knowledge, no nuthin'. 
 
I'm a big tease anyway, so I'd just come up with a 
little bit of this, a little bit of that - as a teenager, 
your mind is just out there anyway, just as Bill 
Cosby. It was fun for awhile!

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you could say that I really arrived at what I was 
about as far as scening style.  At the end, with him 
just holding me and saying "Thank you, that is the 
best thing that anybody has done for me in such a 
long time," felt right. I had peace. But had I not 
been mentored, IMO, and learned from the bottom 
up, I wouldn't have learned to read those types of 
emotions when presented to me. I don't think I 
would have cared as much, or been as empathetic. 
 
You just seem to know so many people, how do 
you accomplish that? 
 
Hmmmmmmmm. That's a good question. Part of it 
is from being over in Tampa, and going to the 
Tampa munches.  Then I was in a DS forum, met 
people from there who also resided in Florida. For a 
while I didn't know anybody, just that small core 
group of people. You can count your close friends 
on one hand. I started talking online a little bit, and 
people just started contacting me. I had an 
interesting little profile up, and it said "I may have a 
warm Southern smile, but don't mistake that for 
lack of backbone, I just give you enough rope to do 
the job yourself and then punish you for it.  And 
then at the bottom it said "Love and discipline can 
go hand in hand. Here, take my hand and let me 
show you." I think that a lot of times you have the 
really, really forceful people that just want to come 
in and beat you, and then you have the other 

people that are mothery. I'm 
a combination of both. I'm 
nurturing by nature, but at the 
same time you'd better get 
your butt up and do what I tell 
you to do when I tell you to 
do it! And then we'll get along 
just fine!  
 
I think that I just started 
meeting people that wanted 

help, wanted input.. novices as I mentioned earlier. 
I started getting a lot of men contacting me from 
down in South Florida.  Also one of the things is 
that I am tall. Some of the shorter men, men that 
are 5'4" - I had a guy 5'2" ask to be my submissive 
- I'm 5'11". I had all of these shorter men asking me 
questions.  Also I'm ebony, and there aren't a lot of 
Ebony Doms around, and if they are, a lot of them 
are pro, and not lifestyle, mainly because many 
Ebony males are not involved in the lifestyle. They 
are a rare breed. I think that has had something to 
do with it. I'm Ebony, I'm tall, and people tell me I'm 
a lot of fun to be around! I just go up to people and 
say "I don't know anything about you, tell me about 
yourself." I used to go in submissive men room all 
the time, real submissive men, aggressive women, 
dominant women, people who come in there a lot 
are from Florida or visiting Florida . You just get to 
know people. I have had people contacting me

if somebody's really interested, they need 
somebody to hold their hand and take them a step 
further. I am so blessed because I've had the 
opportunity to get myself together, to understand 
headwise. My first mentorship meeting with Davie, I 
had to have Screw the Roses, have read certain 
pages, so that when we got together he wasn't 
having to go back and explain. I would come up 
with questions, pages and pages of them. I'd send 
my log off and he would send answers back to me. 
I think that people need to be mentored a bit before 
they do hands-on because when you get to the 
training aspect, things move so fast because you 
have so many emotions and whatnot going. I'm not 
saying that is the only way to do it, because some 
people don't really know if it's (BDSM) for them. But 
if somebody comes in and they get a little bit of 
hands-on, they would know enough to know that 
yes, this is something that I'm interested in. I think 
that there need to be certain people about to say 
"I'm here for you." Maybe we won't have so many 
people getting hurt. Maybe we won't have so many 
people traipsing off to only goodness knows where 
in the middle of the night, nobody knows they are 
missing. Maybe we won't have so many people 
feeling obligated sexually to someone, contracting 
only goodness knows what, feeling empty, or worse 
feeling used. There are people that I am acquainted 
with that jump in their car and go meet someone 
they have known for a couple of days,  they 
know better. You can't make people conform 
to things, because bottom line, if somebody 
doesn't want to be safe, there's nothing you 
can do. But newbies do not have to be 
placed in this position. They need to be 
taught better that way they can make the 
best informed decisions possible. I just wish 
that everybody had the opportunity to get 
mentored. I seem to attract a lot of novices. I 
try to send articles, ask, "what do you think 
about this, what are you feeling?"  
 
There is a "young" gentleman that came back in 
November. I normally don't scene on someone I 
don't know at all, I just don't. I don't do a lot of 
public scening anyway. I have people that have 
known me for months who say "What is it exactly 
that you do?" because they've never seen me 
scene!  He was talking to me that night. Darlin had 
loaned me john, and john was at my feet. This 
fellow was asking a bunch of questions and talking 
to john off and on, as I was helping out at the club. 
He was telling me that he was not sure what his 
orientation was. He just shared.. simply opened up 
and shared.  I felt the pain, a lot of the anguish that 
he was going through. That night is the first night 
that I ever scened on somebody I didn't know. It 
was a very intense sensuous scene. That is when I 
finally started really to connect the feelings with the 
techniques and the head… understanding.  I guess

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all I made him sing to me "I'm A Little Teapot" with 
the hand motions. I made him turn around and 
perform for his Mistress, saying "Louder, louder, I 
can't hear you!" I'm open to really trying just about 
anything. The watersports interest me. I had a 
friend who introduced me to rope bondage recently. 
He's very into that, and that was fascinating, so I'm 
looking forward to getting with him again in the 
future. I also like humiliating things as well. 
 
Other than somebody to buy you chocolates 
and somebody to buy you knives (laughter), 
what do you look for in a submissive that you 
allow to serve 
you? 
 
I don't allow very many people to serve me, that's 

just it. I think it's really easy to say "Come 
here, do this and that for me." I have one 
fellow that I've been interviewing since 
November and he is just now going to be 
allowed to serve me. He's earned it.  But I 
have made sure that we liked each other 
as people first. To me that's very important 
to any relationship, whether it's Dom/sub, 
whether you're Dom/Dom, sub/sub 
together, switch/switch or any combination 
of the above, lovers.....in any relationship, 

friendship has got to be the cornerstone. That's 
why you see so many people that are in 
relationships this week and out of the relationship 
next week, collared this month, without a collar two 
months from now. They don't take the time to get to 
know each other as people. They so quickly after 
just meeting. They are usually intimately involved 
after a week or two. I deliberately don't allow any 
intimacy until I see how it's going to go. If I don't like 
you, why do I want to be intimate with you? I'm very 
old-fashioned, that's really what it is. I'm very old-
fashioned, and it has carried over to BDSM. I like it 
because it allows me to be very selective. People 
know that if I ask for an escort, they feel that it's an 
honor, because I normally go stag or with Darlin. I 
don't ask very many people to go out with me and 
do anything. I get asked, I get asked frequently, but 
I just don't accept very many offers.  
 
I think one of the main things that I look for is one, if 
I like you as a person, a sense of humor, and able 
to tolerate practical pranks! "Come on, it's only a 
whoopee cushion!" Somebody that can carry a 
conversation. I think a lot of subs tend to think that 
if you're the dominant, that you want to do all the 
work, you want to carry the whole conversation 
sometimes. Hello! That's not workin' for me! I want 
somebody who's interactive. I look for somebody 
that can be involved on many different levels, that 
may have different interests than me perhaps 
interests that I've never explored before. Somebody 
who can be aggressive, that at the same time is not

saying "I've heard so much about you, I would 
really like to meet you. Will you answer some 
questions for me?" People know you but you don't 
know them. That's how I got to know all these 
people. Not the normal way, I don't think, but it has 
worked for me. 
 
Can you describe for me your favorite kind of 
BDSM play? 
 
But of course! I like sensual play overall, but I think 
if I had to categorize it, I like the erotic knife play. I 
REALLY like that...seeing the body, very pale, and 
you can see the sweat starting to come up and drip 
down. They don't know what's going on. All of a 
sudden feel something cold against their skin, and 
they gasp, because they don't 
know if it's sharp or not! That 
gives me a head rush like 
nobody's business. 
 
Do you have knives? 
 
No, I don't own a pair, although 
if some generous Dom, sub,  
switch, or "nilla" person – I'm 
equal opportunity - wants to 
give me a pair I would appreciate it. I have large 
hands so I need a very flat long handle, nothing too 
decorative but enough to get the point (LOL) 
across. Talk to Rap if you need to know what kind 
of knife to get me! (Laughing).  Who knows, maybe 
somebody will come along and drop them in my 
lap. So that's one of my favorites.  
 
Fingernail play - I get teased a lot about my 
fingernails. I like fingernails quite a bit. I do that - 
I'm a very tactile person. I enjoy giving many soft 
touches, light spanking. Actually the guy that I 
scened on in November - the one I didn't know 
before we scened - he said "It's very amazing that 
you accomplished with light touches and spanking, 
soft to medium hard, what other people were 
accomplishing with heavy floggers and heavy 
paddles. I'm sure it has to be the same kind of rush, 
but because of your personality, and who you are, 
you didn't really need that." So that's the best way 
that I can describe it. 
 
I tried something recently that I really enjoyed, 
facesitting! "Oh, you just sit there, and you just 
smell. And ya betta not stick your tongue out, all 
you can do is just breathe in and fantasize." That 
was a lot of fun! 
 
I also like psychological play - you'd never guess 
that from my personality, right? (Laughing) I like to 
tease and torment. Somebody lent me their slave 
for the evening, and I had him do all kinds of things. 
And then on top of it

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I'm undecided on that, to tell you the truth. I think 
somebody that I can be honest with. If I meet a 
"nilla" person, and we are hanging out, talking 
about a lot of sports and whatnot,  and I get asked 
out for a "date" date, then I tell them up front, this is 
what I'm into, this is what I'm interested in, take it or 
leave it. You don't have to participate, you don't 
have to jump in, you don't have to be anything, but 
accept me and care for me for who and what I am. 

If the group is a having 
dinner, I would like for you to 
come, hang out, and talk to 
people. It's not like we're 
gonna take off your clothes 
and serve you on the table 
as a main course! Unless we 
have some ice cream, some 
hot fudge, and cherries of 
course! (Laughing).  
 

 Stew is a completely "nilla" friend, and we've hung 
out off and on throughout a year. I got an email one 
day from him asking me out on a date. I called him 
up and said "well, I'm going to a birthday party 
Saturday night, would you like to go with me?" He 
said "Yeah, that sounds great!" I said "Okay, now 
there's something I have to tell you about the 
party!" He had to accept first before I told him. I told 
him what I was into, and he said "Oh cool! I'll go 
with you." At first he thought it was a gay function 
going on because I was so vague initially. He said 
"I know you're very open-minded and accepting of 
everybody, but I didn't know what it was until you 
said BDSM." That's kind of how I approach things 
now. My close girlfriends, 2 of them, both vanilla, 
have known. I told them when I was first getting 
involved in the lifestyle. One of them has actually 
come to some of the functions.  I want to be 
accepted for who and what I am, and it would be 
hypocritical of me not to do the same of someone 
else.

My ex was a Green Beret, one of my good 
buddies is a Navy SEAL, so somebody who 
can kind of hold their own, because I do have 
a tendency to get kind of gruff and rough, 
sometimes, especially in play activities such 
as wrestling.

When I started getting 
into the scene, I wanted to find fetishwear for plus 
sizes to wear and couldn't find anything. So after a 
few months of searching I started finding people 

that carried plus sizes, and there aren't a 
lot. I started branching into that, and 
selling, and providing people with things 
that they otherwise wouldn't really be able 
to purchase for themselves.

How do you reconcile issues that come up 
between your family life and your scene life? 
 
Well, my mother - she's Ma - when I started selling 
the lingerie and the fetishwear, I told her that I was 
going to start attending this lifestyle club. At first 
she said "Just be careful of THOSE PEOPLE, you 
know, because I think they come from abusive 
pasts and such." I said "Ma, I don't necessarily 
think that's true." And she said "Okay, I'm going to 
do whatever I need to do to support you, but just be 
careful." I would talk to her about the different 
people that I've met at the club, and I think she's 
been putting things together. I alluded to it, but she 
still hasn't put it all together. I said "Ma, guess what 
happened? This guy wanted to 
pay me $50 for a pair of my 
sweaty gym socks." She said 
"He's nuts, why would he want 
to do that? You need to stay 
away from people like that, 
that's not healthy." That was 
initially when I started going and 
hanging out. Then 5 months 
later I said "Ma, I met this guy - 
he wanted to buy my pantyhose 
for $100." She said 
"You did sell them, didn't you?" I have noticed that 
as I have grown and changed, my mom has grown 
and changed. We have become best buds through 
the years. I remember growing up, she was so 
prejudiced, and then not too long ago she 
introduced me to her boyfriend and he was Puerto 
Rican - I was like "What??" She has changed and 
she has become more open-minded. I even said 
"Mom, how would you feel if somebody wanted to 
pay me to spank them?" She got really quiet and 
she said "I think now you're open to a lot more 
things that you weren't open to before. And if that's 
what you want to do, you do what you feel you 
need to do; as long as you aren't sleeping around 
and getting hurt." And that was NOT the response I 
was expecting. But she still doesn't know. So I don't 
really have a lot of family issues that come up.  I 
am very family-oriented. I have one brother that has 
called me a freak for ages - he doesn't know how 
MUCH of a freak. I shouldn't say freak, I think I'm 
freak-y. That's a black thang. There are several 
songs that have to do with freaking, freak, and 
freaky, so it has a special connotation in the Ebony 
community. I have one brother who never thinks of 
me as having sex or anything AT ALL, so naturally 
if I ever have a child it will be through immaculate 
conception. 
 
He changed my diapers and he tells everyone that I 
bring home that he changed my diapers. And then 
one brother I don't say anything to, because he's 
very religious-minded. But his wife, I tell everything

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my favorite scriptures is "Brothers, let us now return 
and do what we once did." That is very, very true. 
Ecclesiastes talks about a time for everything, and I 
think now is the time to pull back, regroup, help 
some of the people who have been around that are 
still weak, literally help them get stronger, and 
learn. Maybe start disassociating with some people 
that have come in and basically play games. I 
guess that's something that I really don't 
understand. Because if I see somebody come in, I 
watch them - doesn't mean that I'm not friendly - 
but I observe .  If they start going on a certain path, 
the wrong path, I will say something, and after I say 
something for a couple of times, if they still don't 
want to work things, then I kind of break the ties, 
because there is a certain caliber that I would like 
to be thought of as. And you lose credibility when 
you start spending a lot of time with people who do 
not have that same belief pattern or that are not 
more serious-minded like you are. So I guess for 
the Munch right now, I want us to heal and be 
happy. And most importantly, be indignant about 
what these people have done, and not back down, 
and not be afraid to voice our opinions. Because I 
see too many people saying "Oh, it's not a big 
deal", you don't know how many times I've heard 
that.

Tell me what you see for the future of the 
Orlando Munch Group? 
 
Hopefully a mentorship committee, where people 
would just help guide people, I guess more actively. 
I guess I have kind of mixed feelings with regards 
to the Munch. In one sense, I hope it will become, 
in a sense, smaller and close-knit, more like what 
the Tampa group is doing, taking a step back, 
because it's grown so fast because of the Internet, 
and getting back to basics. Not that new people 
coming in aren't welcome, but they aren't brought 
into the bosom so quickly, because you don't know 
who anybody is. Also, after ALCH, that we will take 
more time to focus inward and heal. We need lots 
of that right now. We've all been betrayed. I hope 
we take some time to recup, to become strong. 
Naturally the Munch is going to grow because of 
the web page, and the Internet, but at the same 
time I'm hoping it doesn't continue to grow at too 
fastof a pace. You know, companies that grow 
really fast have a lot of aftermath, and the last thing 
we want to do is start losing very key players. 
There are too many key players that are wanting to 
pull back and drop out because everything is 
growing so fast. And people are coming in for these 
"flog 'n fuck" sessions. Too many things that they 
see that new people can't be taught, or that people 
are focusing on.  Back to the fundamentals. One of

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those with whom I associate. I’m going to think 
twice before putting my real name to any 
document or even sharing it with the larger 
community. Also, I’ll demand that those scene-
oriented businesses, which I patronize, be 
above board and not closeted away in some 
back alley. Other things I hope for is a deeper 
sense of political awareness among our 
community. We have to push for reasonable 
legislation and levelheaded legislators. We, as 
a community, must work to create a social 
atmosphere where legitimate bdsm oriented 
businesses can operate free from fear and 
harassment.   Lastly, in pursuit of these things 
we need to be aware of general human rights 
for the fear of the homosexual, the 
transgender person, the performance artist, 
and the S/M practitioner is shared. It is the fear 
of being persecuted for being different and for 
engaging in that basic human right of pursuit of 
happiness. 
 
In closing, let me say that I do think there may 
be rough days head, but I don’t think the future 
need be a return to the fears of the past. 
Instead, I prefer to envision a future where 
ALCH is a catalyst propelling us towards a 
greater sense of community and responsibility. 
It’s up to us, as individuals, and as a 
community, to decide which path we will take. 
It is my hope to see many of you on the path 
away from the closet of our youth.

Dear Friends, 
 
“This is going to set the Orlando scene 
community back 20 years” is the statement a 
friend recently made while we were discussing 
the current fiasco surrounding the closure of 
ALCH and the many revelations coming out 
regarding taping of the patrons. I can’t argue 
that the sensationalism and breach of trust 
brought on by ALCH won’t have a long lasting 
affect upon those of us within the bdsm 
community. However, I would also argue that 
we have the power to decide what those 
affects will be. 
 
It is true that there appears to have been a 
serious breach of trust committed within the 
walls of ALCH. The motive behind the 
nonconsensual taping of the ALCH patrons 
remains unclear at this point. Whatever they 
were, you can be sure that many within our 
community will never again feel safe playing in 
any public forum. We’ve all known there are 
risks in our lifestyle, yet many of us were 
unaware of how close to the edge we may 
have been playing. 
 
I’m not sure I agree though that our community 
necessarily need be set back by these events. 
After all, our scene community almost seems 
to have grown up in scandal. Those who have 
been around a while will remember the events 
surrounding the Pleasure Dome several years 
back. There were video tapes and much media 
coverage of that event. Indeed, there are many 
similarities between the two scandals. The 
only significant difference seems to be the 
more serious, and deliberate, breach of trust 
reportedly occurring by the ALCH staff. 
 
The question remains, however, what does all 
this scandal and betrayal mean for the future 
of the Orlando scene? Only time can truly 
answer this question, but if I might be allowed 
to speculate and hope I’d say we’re all going to 
face the future being a bit more skeptical and a 
lot less naïve. I know that I will spend more 
time and energy assessing the character of 
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obeyed, but rather as a guide to finding what we 
seek in the most safe and appropriate manner 
possible. It is often quoted that he who does not 
remember history, is destined to repeat or relive it. 
In the case of  the Scene Community, I believe that 
this is less a case of forgetting the history and past, 
but rather a lack of ever learning any of the 
traditions. Many, many who share our dungeons 
and munches, most who are well meaning and 
positively motivated people, are "reinventing the 
wheel" of how do you evaluate partners, 
submissives, Masters and clubs. This leads to the 
second ill that faces this community. 
 
The Old Guard traditions demand that all be trained 
and mentored in their role. No matter whether they 
be Master or slave, they must be known quantities 
and have references of who trained and mentored 
them. Likewise, the facilities that we choose to 
make use of are not just four walls and some 
equipment, they are extensions of our lifestyle and 
the way we live it. If we as a community were still 
adhering to  The Traditions, we would not be so 
easily lead into being used just because a dungeon 
has equipment and is willing to let us play for pay.  
 
Let me state this here — this is not a rehash of the 
events of the club in Kissimmee. I will spare us all 
another iteration of the details. But what I can not 
ignore or avoid is the lie that is being perpetuated 
even in the indictments of the operators of this club. 
It is stated again and again, "how could one of us 
do this to us?", or "How could members of the 
community be capable of this?"  Let me be clear 
here. In my professional and personal capacities, I 
am well aware that there are some unhealthy 
people in this, and for that matter, in any 
community. But it is the role of The Community, if it 
is functioning in a healthy way, to identify those 
who are not "playing by the rules" or are ignorant of 
the rules. It is The Community’s role to educate 
these individuals, to mentor them to the standards 
of responsibility that accompany a role in this 
Community, and also to, where necessary, 
ostracize those who will not learn a better way.  
However, when we are ignorant of the rules, how 
do we identify those who are outside the fold, those 
that are likely to hurt, cheat and use us?  
 
The people in Kissimmee were NOT members of 
The Community. They were not mentored or

In recent weeks, events have unfolded which have 
shaken members of the Scene Community’s sense 
of trust and safety. In endless, online and real-time 
forums, statements suggesting that "shock" is what 
so many seem to feel in response to having been 
used by "members of the community" for their own 
gain. There have been continuous responses 
ranging from disbelief that "one of us" could have 
carried out so obviously a act of abuse of trust, to 
others stating that they will "never" attend another 
public or for pay play event, suggesting that these 
are somehow inherently unsafe, untrustworthy and 
always a target for being exposed or outed.  These 
are just a sampling of the many, many words that I 
have been privy to, but they are representative of 
the mood of many, if not most of those with whom  I 
have had some direct exposure.  
 
What has concerned me greatly is that in all of this 
passion and concern that has been developed by 
the acts of a few at a particular club, there 
continues to be two very key points which are not 
being addressed, that I find to be  highly 
symptomatic of the ills that the greater B/D, S/M, 
Scene Community have fallen victim to. 
 
A point so often forgotten, ignored or most recently 
unknown by a great many of the "new" members of 
the Scene Community, is that this lifestyle and it’s 
present popularity owe most of it’s foundations to 
the true "Old Guard" traditions and principles. Prior 
to the advent of "instant scenes in cyberspace", 
email training and chat rooms, our brothers and 
sisters in the Gay Leather Community struggled 
with the need to establish a way to explore the 
physical, sexual and spiritual adventure that is The 
Scene. It is this community that established the 
holy triad of  safe, sane and consensual. They too, 
established the prototypical model of how a 
submissive learns to be the best submissive they 
can be, and how a dominant earns the title, trust 
and respect that accompanies the position of 
Master. So often in these days of instant 
everything, and cyber fantasy, The Community has 
lost track of the traditions that may, in some cases 
slow things down, but also support a successful 
training, growing and sharing of the adventure that 
is The Scene.  
 
This is the first ill that I have noted. We are not 
holding to our roots, not as a set of laws to be

served this Community for more than 30 years. We 
have turned our back on the Old Guard, and have 
been bitten in the ass for our ignorance and 
impulsiveness.  
 
It is my strongest recommendation to all who 
consider themselves members of The Scene, B/D, 
S/M, etc. Community to be introduced or 
reintroduced to the Old Guard Traditions by one or 
more who know. Seek out mentors who have a 
history of involvement, trustworthiness and 
respectability. Learn your role in the community so 
that you can understand the appropriate roles of 
others. Take responsibility for not only what, who, 

and where you choose to explore, but also 
take responsibility for others, for our 
extended family, our leather Tribe. Learn 
the family traditions and breath life into 
them every day and every chance you get. 
Wear them close to your heart, for it is 
there where they can protect better than 
any bullet proof vest. If we as a 
Community can do this, we will be much 
harder targets for the abuses that we have 

so recently suffered. Not only will we be harder 
targets, but many will think twice before the risk of 
experiencing the wrath of a truly united community 
done wrong.

trained. One of their number was actually removed 
from the Tampa Community by consensus due to 
manipulative and downright sick (professional 
opinion here) ideas about submissives, training and 
being a Master. Even after this occurrence, all this 
person had to do, was open a play space, and offer 
it to anyone who wanted to play and had a dollar, 
and he was eventually accepted back into the fold. 
Why?  Because it was convenient. He offered a 
place to play when there was no other convenient 
opportunity. And even after he was "removed" from 
the club (the fantasy of that statement is now very 
apparent) the people who stepped up to take over, 
were not only associated with 
this unhealthy individual, but 
were also themselves, not 
products of mentoring, training 
or growth within the Scene 
Community. Again, they just 
opened up for business, and 
like sheep, The Community ran 
to the play room.  
 
Our second sin, we have not only forgotten the 
traditions that give meaning and substance to our 
lifestyle, but we fail to demand that those that we 
play with, or provide us a place to play be known to 
The Community in some real and trustworthy way.  
We have given our trust to those who have not 
earned it, and with hind sight, never deserved it. 
How did this happen?  We failed to measure them, 
and to hold ourselves to the standards that have
