Sunday morning I attended a breakfast workshop 
for Women in Leather. I met some fantastic women 
who I look forward to working with in the future! 

I would like to start a new column here… a review 
of different leather events that are being held 
around the state or country. This will be great for 
those who can’t make it to a convention or contest, 
to let you get the “feel” of the event!  
 
I would like to begin by reviewing a recent contest I 
attended up in Jacksonville. The weekend was 
sponsored by the North Florida Leather 
Association. There were four contests held in 
conjunction with the event: Mr. North FL Leather; 
North FL Drummer boy; North FL Drummer Daddy; 
and Ms. North FL Leather. The judges were from all 
over the country and state, and included both state 
titleholders and also national and international ones 
as well.  
 
There was a meet and greet on Friday night, and 
the judges got their first look at the contestants (I 
got there Saturday, so I missed that). On Saturday 
afternoon, while the judges were interviewing the 
contestants again, there were workshops being 
hosted by some of the best in the pansexual 
Leather community on several topics, ranging from 
Spirituality in the Scene, to bullwhips and single 
tails, to Fisting, to piercings, to CBT, and more. I 
especially was impressed with  the one on 
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people express concern that frequently a 
submissive’s demeanor changes once they are 
collared.  This is to be expected, as we all change 
with each new relationship.  But in this case the 
changes may be a direct result of instructions given 
by the submissive’s new owner.  Again, it is not 
one’s place to question these changes.. 
 
There are different levels of collars, much as there 
are different levels of relationships.  However, there 
are four basic types of collars that one frequently 
comes across while interacting in the community.  
Some of the more commonly used terms for these 
collars are “Collar of Protection,” “Training Collar” 
and “Permanent Collar.”  There is also what has 
come to be known as an “Cyber” collar, and this will 
be discussed later.  The Collar of Protection is 
usually offered to a new submissive when they first 
come into the scene, and are unsure of 
themselves.  A Dominant will frequently take such a 
person under their wing and keep an eye on them.  
The submissive will be offered a collar to wear at 
public events, which is a sign to the other 
Dominants that this person is under the care of 
another, and that any negotiations, approaches, 
etc., need to be done through the Dominant whose 

collar it is.  Most scene and 
protocol savvy Dominants will 
respect this.  The collar 
provides a barrier of 
protection for the new 
submissive.  They can 
observe interactions and 
socialize without having to 
worry about being constantly 
propositioned.  The collar 

affords the submissive the protection of someone 
looking out for them, and it is usually given after a 
discussion regarding the responsibilities of the 
submissive and of the protector. 
 
The Training Collar is frequently given early in a D/
s relationship to signify to the world and to the 
people directly involved, that there is a contract 
between them, and that they are both committed to 
the training process.  During the training process, 
the Dominant is teaching the submissive how they 
will conduct themselves in relation to the dominant.  
They may be taught positions, how to serve food 
and/or drinks, how to behave in public and in 
private, how to perform whatever tasks their owner 
will have them do, etc.  Sometimes the Training

Hello all, 
 
This month’s question comes from an anonymous 
source.  This person emailed me asking a question 
regarding collars and their meaning, as well as the 
protocol regarding them, but did not sign their letter.   
 
First of all, we need to discuss what is a collar.  For 
most of us, in the BDSM community, it is a band of 
cloth, or leather, or chain, which is worn about the 
neck of a submissive.  The design may be simple 
or elaborate, and ready-made or custom designed.  
This collar may be worn all of the time, or only 
when in private, or only when in attendance at a 
scene function, such as a party.  Additionally, some 
slaves/submissives have a collar that they wear all 
of the time, but which is not easily visible, such as 
an ankle chain, a simple necklace, a bracelet, a 
tattoo or a piercing, or anything else which their 
owner sees fit to mark them with.  To all outward 
appearances, this would be just a piece of jewelry, 
a normal tattoo or a normal piercing, but between 
the Dominant and the submissive it is a concrete 
example of the contract and relationship betwixt the 
two participants. 
 
The collar is a symbol of ownership, within 
our community.  It has certain societal 
connotations, as we place collars around our 
pets (speaking about the four-legged kind 
here... not the two-legged ones!) to show 
ownership, to give us something to grab them 
by, and to control them.  Many times, these 
same reasons are why a dominant will collar 
a submissive.  For the submissive, the collar 
is a proud achievement and they wear it as a 
public badge of their attainment.  It means that they 
are chosen, that they have been honored with the 
privilege of serving someone, and that they no 
longer have to seek for their owner. They know that 
they are loved and cared for and that their 
submission has been accepted and cherished.  But 
the collar also means “hands-off” to other’s in the 
community.  Once a submissive is collared, they 
are no longer free to serve others, unless their 
owner directs them to do so.  Additionally, they may 
now have restrictions placed on their behavior, 
socializing, dress, eating habits, and other things.  
This is a decision between the dominant and the 
submissive, and is not open to outside rebuke.  
After all, one of the reasons most of us became 
active in the community was to explore and learn 
about different relationship dynamics.  Some 
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Collar is a prelude to a Permanent Collar, 
sometimes it is an end unto itself, such as the 
Dominant and submissive who enter into a training 
relationship for just the sake of the training.  When 
people enter into this kind of a collaring, there is 
usually a contract which spells out the length of 
time that the collar will be worn, what will be taught, 
and how and when the lessons will be 
administered.  But if it is a prelude to a Permanent 
Collar, then the Training Collar is the first step 
towards that desired end. 
 
The Permanent Collar is usually placed around the 
neck of the submissive during a formal ceremony, 
frequently with others from the community being 
present.  In the ceremony the people involved 
usually exchange formal vows, and frequently a 
formal contract is signed.  This is much like the 
vanilla wedding ceremony, but with obvious “other” 
meanings.  (Imagine a wedding where the 
“husband” promises to love, honor and obey his 
new “wife”!)  Frequently, when a Permanent Collar 
is placed around the neck of a submissive, another 
mark is placed on them as well.  This might be a 
tattoo, a piercing, or one of the previously 
mentioned less obvious collars, such as a simple 
gold chain.  This furthers the idea that the 
submissive now belongs exclusively to the person 
whose collar they wear as well as solidifying the 
agreement that the collar is now a symbol of a long-
term commitment between the participants. 
 
Now that we are in an age of communication and 
socialization via the electronic networks, there has 
developed a “new” type of collar.  This is frequently 
referred to as a “Cyber Collar,” and it is seen in 
chat-rooms and in the screen names or nicknames 
that people chose to identify themselves with.  The 
name is usually a derivation on the submissive’s 
original nickname, with an addition of a capitol letter 
of their owner’s nickname.  For example, if the 
submissive’s screen name, originally, was “sub-
jane,” and she is given a collar by some one named 
“Sir Dave” her new nick might be “subjane{SD}” or 
“SDsjane.”  Mind you, these are just examples, and 
with the creativity of people there are infinite 
varieties on this theme.  These Cyber Collars 
function the same way as a tangible collars.  They 
let the community know that the submissive is not 
available for play, etc., without the permission of 
their owner.  Some of these Cyber Collar are 
reflections of “real” collars, that is, a tangible one.

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For other’s, they may wear a collar of someone that 
they have never met and only communicated with 
on-line.  There is some argument within the 
community about how “real” these Cyber Collars 
are, and whether or not they detract from the real 
life, tangible collars.  In my opinion, Cyber Collars 
are just as real as any other form.  That is, they are 
as real as those involved make them. 
 
So now we know a little bit about the different types 
of collars, but we need to discuss protocol 
regarding them.  Whenever a submissive is wearing 
their collar, it means that they are “off-limits.”  Some 
owners expect that when their slave is wearing the 
collar that they not speak to or acknowledge people 
around them, in effect, existing only for their 
owner’s pleasure and usage.  Other owners allow 
their submissive to behave normally when wearing 
the collar.  As it is not easy to tell, sometimes, what 
instructions the submissive is under, one must be 
careful in approaching them.  The best way is to 
speak to the owner, first, and ask permission to 
address the submissive.  If this is not possible, then 
discreetly and politely ask the submissive if they are 
free to speak.  A shake of the head and you know 
to back away, but a nod and a smile and you can 
go from there.  One of the biggest taboos is to ever 
touch the collar that the submissive is wearing. 
Similarly, it is not appropriate to ask a submissive to 
remove their collar, or to ask if you can try it on or 
try it on your own submissive.  This collar is not the 
possession of the submissive.  It belongs solely to 
the owner and must be respected.  It is also not 
acceptable to proposition or approach a submissive 
with a collar for the sake of playing without first 
receiving the permission of the owner to do so.  
You must also remember that a submissive may not 
be wearing an obvious collar, so do not assume 
that just because you can’t see it that it does not 
exist.  When in doubt, ask! 
 
I hope that I have answered the anonymous 
person’s questions, and I wish you all a wonderful 
month.  Until next time, be well and play safe.

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leader".  It was only later that I came to see myself 
as being worthy of this type of responsibility. It has 
been a long process of personal, emotional and 
professional development to get to this place where 
I am comfortable with the mantel of responsibility 
and power. I have not served as a submissive at 
any time other than specific one-time 
circumstances that were not a matter of my role but 
rather a particular task or objective to reach. I can 
not say that I do not have a submissive side to my 
personality that I would enjoy exploring at some 
point, but circumstances and choices have not 
conspired to make that an appropriate or 
reasonable choice in my life. 
 
What most interests you about this lifestyle? 
 
This lifestyle, as compared to some others, has 
protocols, rules, traditions, schools of thought, and 
diversity of character, form and practice. Diversity is 
the watchword. I also believe that this lifestyle 
offers the best opportunity to explore both inwardly 
it to ourselves and outwardly into the styles and 
relationships of others. It is also about sensation 
and intensity. It is an ongoing exploration of the 
human ability to sense, think and emotionally feel. It 
has history, diverse structure and exploration. It 
also has the ability to be all inclusive. I share a 
dream with my Mentor, Sir Midian, of the greater 
Leather Tribe that includes all who love and explore 
this leather realm safely sanely, and consensually. I 
dream of a day when Gay Leather Men and boys, 
Leather Dykes and their girls, the Leather Gender 
community, and The Hetero and the Bi Leather 
Communities and all the other groups and 
philosophies can come together under one great 
tent to learn, share and explore together.  
 
What is it about Dominating another that "does 

it" for you? 
 
What "does it" for me is less the role of being able 
to dominate, but rather the development of that role 
by the shear power of what I offer and choose to 
share with others. I do not Dominate others, they 
choose to submit to me to be able to receive the 
gifts and pleasures that I can share. The power for 
me comes not from the other being beneath me, 
but through the ultimate intensity and power of the

How did you find your way into the scene and 

when? 
 
I had been sexually active from a very early age 
and was always exploring diverse ways of 
expressing and enjoying my sexuality. I have also 
been involved with horses and horsemanship since 
my preteen years and developed a love and 
respect for leather, rope, chain and the like. My 
sexual exploration had already included some 
forms of bondage without it being thought of as a 
special or distinctly different form of play.  
 
It truly came naturally to me.  
 
Later, in my teen years, I became exposed to a 
wide variety of both printed and video pornography, 
which formalized for me the concept of BD/SM as a 
distinct form of sex. Although I did not identify this 
at that time as my primary area of interest, it 
became an increasingly important part of my 
exploration and expression of my sexuality. A few 
specific long-term relationships in my later teen 
years took on the tone of Dominance, submission 
and training as our primary form of intimacy. I still 
had not begun to think of myself as a "Dominant" at 
that point until, I went to school for my Master's 
program (no pun intended). While there, I became 
involved in my first formally defined relationship in 
which I was not only the dominant member, but 
was identified and labeled in this way. 
 
I further "came out" after my relocation to Florida in 
1989 and my subsequent introduction to my 
Mentor, Sir Midian. My relationship with Him truly 
formalized my thinking and my finding of myself as 
Dom/Top. Since my relocation to Tampa in 1994, I 
have been more or less continually active in the 
scene community. 
 
Have you always seen yourself as a Top or 

Dominant? 
 
As I stated earlier, I have almost always fallen into 
that role, even though I have a deep seated, natural 
tendency to be a "pleaser", that is, a strong desire 
to please others, to make them happy. I have really 
taken the leadership role from very early on in all 
realms of my life even though I did not see myself 
or believe myself worthy of a being called, " a

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until they're clean. (a different twist on some old 
water games.) Our use my approach, just cut them 
off your sub and buy a new pair for the next scene. 
 
What rewards do you find in the community? 
 
Generally, I find a level of acceptance that I have 
not found in other realms.  Again, I also have to say 
the diversity of those who are involved has been a 
great reward. Further, the pool of thinkers and 
those who have made the commitment to make this 
their life's passion and to help expand the range of 
ideas and possibilities ever outward is a heady 
reward at the least. What this boils down to is that I 

find adventure and passion without 
bounds limits other than the holy trinity of 
safe, sane and consensual, really a 
fabulous reward. 
 
You are in a living arrangement with 

two very beautiful, vibrant and exciting 

submissives…how did that come 

about, and how do you keep up? 

Seriously, what kinds of rewards and also 

pitfalls are there to this kind of arrangement? 
 
I take vitamins and don't get enough sleep. 
 
Thank you, and I agree with you that they are both 
very special ladies. However, I have to correct you

experiences that I give to others who choose to 
submit.  
 
As a rider/trainer of many years, I can tell you that 
there are two schools of thought in how you can get 
a powerful beast to do what you wish. You can 
bend its will to meet yours by the use of fear, 
implements and pain, or you can get it to submit to 
you willingly because it wants to and enjoys doing 
so. I have no doubts that the former of these two 
methods will work, but what comes out the other 
end is more of a high strung robot than a beautiful, 
willful beast. The latter approach produces that 
which has been the basis of 
love, story, myth and awe since 
man first stood upright and 
walked.  
 
I do not Dominate, I invite 
submission. The submission 
that follows is a very heady 
elixir. It is the experience of 
drinking in the passion and pleasures, the intensity 
of the sensations that a submissive experiences at 
my hand that "does it" for me.  
 
Do you have any tips for us on how to get white 

socks clean? 
 
Yes, put them on your sub and make them shower

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and invited me and my two lovers to the Pleasure 
Dome. I took that opportunity to explain in detail my 
role in, and my understanding of, the Scene and 
the Scene community. They both consented to go 
to the Dome for a weekend visit and to explore this 
lifestyle. My slave er, took to this like a duck to 
water. Mary on the other hand, immediately 
enjoyed the physical experiences to be had, and 
was very impressed with the manners, 
appropriateness and acceptance she experienced 
from the people she met. However, it became clear 
that Mary did not respond well to being dominated, 
as her will was unable to let go of control. This is a 
characteristic of Mary that helped her to be so 
independent and successful in her life in spite of 
her disability. Due to this, it became clear that Mary 
was destined to enjoy the pleasures and sensations 
that this lifestyle has to offer, but not to travel into 
the headspaces that others may experience. 
 
Since that time, er has served as my slave, lover 
and friend and Mary has been my friend and lover.  
 
As for the ups and downs of a poly relationship, I 
will limit my sharing here due to the complexity of 
the subject. The highs and positives of my poly 
relationship are beyond comparison to any other 
relationship I have experience in my lifetime. When 
it works, it is the happiest I have ever been. 
However, when there are problems, they are 
compounded by the complexity of the relationship 
as well. The highs are very high and the lows are 
very low. It is work, like any relationship, however it 
is extra work to make sure that everyone is on the 
same page and being heard, cared for and 
respected equally. In the final analysis, would I 
make a different choice as to being the center of a 
poly-amorous relationship? Not a chance. It has 
been and continues to be a challenge and a joy to 
have both of these beautiful women in my life. 
 
You helped give an OPEx workshop of Gorean 

traditions. How long have you tried to practice 

this style of BD/SM? Are your current 

relationships with your girls handled with these 

traditions and concepts of protocols? 
 
Well, I have been a science fiction nut for most of 
my life. I had read some of John Norman's work

in one regard. I have one submissive, slave er, who 
has been with me since the summer of '94 as a 
lover and the spring of '95 as my slave. My other 
partner is not submissive in any way shape or form, 
as we have discovered by trial and error. Mary has 
found that the best terms that express her 
personality is a "kinky sensualist", in that she is 
very sensual and enjoys both giving and receiving 
diverse forms of sexual and love play.  There are 
many techniques, tools and experiences that are 
part of many scenes that I perform that Mary 
enjoys, but she does not have the head space 
experience of submitting.  Mary also enjoys and 
assists with scene play for it's shear intensity and 
passion. 
 
How this relationship came about is that I had 
relocated to The Tampa area to Paradise Lakes 
Nudist Resort in the Spring of '94 and met Mary 
literally while I was moving in. We became involved 
very quickly and she moved in as my lover and 
friend within about 2 months. Very quickly, Mary 
and I became aware that we both shared a deep 
appreciation for women and that we both would 
enjoy having an additional partner as part of our 
lovemaking. At this point I was very clear that I had 
room in my heart and life for an additional partner, 
rather than just an additional playmate. We met 
Rachael (now know as slave er, which by the way 
stands for hornier, wetter, hotter…) also at 
Paradise and quickly became friends, lovers and 
almost as quickly a committed relationship.  
Rachael ended up moving in with Mary and I about 
3 months later.  
 
I did not involve either of my lovers in the scene for 
an extended period. Although much of my 
equipment was on display and was used in some 
forms of lovemaking, I did not introduce them to the 
scene and the community formally initially as a 
conscious choice. There were a number of issues 
in this decision which revolved around physical 
health, living arrangements and my personal space 
as I was still in a healing process from a divorce 
from the prior year.  
 
In the spring of '95 my friend and Mentor, Sir 
Midian, who had offered me a place on his right as 
his student five years before, got in touch with me

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always been physical methods of demonstrating 
one's, commitment to a set of beliefs, one's desire 
to have truth revealed to them, or ones worthiness 
to be accepted in a society's, a groups or a deity's 
eyes. Tests of endurance, strength, or some form 
of scarification have been utilized for eons to 
prepare and test individuals for their purity of heart 
and mind and to mark those who have passed the 
tests of inclusion. Throughout the epochs of time 
that man has carried out these rites of passage, 
many have discovered that the mental and physical 
experiences of these tests can lead to heightened 
and altered states of consciousness that are 
physically arousing and spiritually uplifting.  

 
Eventually, enlightened and spiritually 
explorative individuals and groups came to 
see the power in these practices with an 
aim to bring about transformational 
experiences effecting people's feelings, 
thoughts and practices. The concept of the 
spiritual crucible, producing the purified 
elements of enlightenment and spiritual 

freedom became the basis of a multitude of 
religious practices. Eventually, the process of 
reaching these higher or altered states of 
consciousness began to take on its own 
importance, without the burden of needing to follow 
any prescribed tenants or philosophical road map. 
Individuals and groups began to explore the 
extremes that could be experienced and endured 
not only in the name of Piety or the study of 
anthropology, but rather in search of thrill and self 
fulfillment. 
 
In light of this, it is not unexpected that many seek 
out and utilize B/D and S/M experiences as 
methods of spiritual enlightenment and purification.  
It is also easy to perceive how many can utilize 
these experiences as a form of recreation or as an 
additional flavor to their lovemaking.  
 
However, there are many among us (and the 
population in general) that have had issues and 
experiences in their pasts that have involved 
physical, emotional or sexual abuse. Further, many 
have other emotional issues that involve the giving 
up or loss of control and power.  Some have 
experienced being subjugated to a role or 
stereotype that does not fit how they see

many years ago, but it was prior to my really 
coming to grips with the leather lifestyle as my 
primary love style. Credit for my commitment to the 
Gorean traditions must go to my Mentor, Sir Midian. 
He modeled for me the archetype of the warrior, 
which resonated with my most fundamental beliefs 
of right and wrong and how I viewed myself.  Our 
hours long discussions of so many truths and 
beliefs really crystallized my relationship with Gor 
as my model.  (History note: Sir Midian and I met 
for the first time at an event in Daytona and ended 
up spending almost 6 hours talking. We haven't 
stopped since. Any one who knows us from the 
Pleasure Dome days knows the 
truth of this statement.)  As to 
my present relationships, Gor is 
a part of me every second of 
every day. Some may have 
noted that at the OPEx meeting 
and in our room in Daytona, I 
carry my Homestone, (which 
was also a gift from my Mentor). 
However, I do not keep a strict Gor household any 
more then I can keep a strict Kosher household. 
This is a reality of our life due to a number of 
responsibilities and limitations that we must live 
with. Although we do not live a 24/7 lifestyle, I am 
always master to my slave, and lover to my lovers.   
 
Speaking of workshops, you recently gave one 

on the topic of using the Scene as Therapy. Can 

you briefly tell us how that would be beneficial 

for someone? 
 
Briefly huh… well,  let me give you an excerpt from 
a piece that I'm working on that will give you a 
flavor of the roles that these types of experiences 
can play in peoples lives… 
 
Since the dawn of time, people have sought 
answers to both physical and spiritual needs. 
These answers have been sought through diverse 
means. People have looked to: the stars and sun, 
supernatural beings, natural "laws", patterns in the 
physical world, individuals who were holders of 
respect and power within any social order, and to 
substance induced altered states of consciousness 
to bring them clarity, security and answers to the 
existential questions of life.  Along with this list of 
sources of insight and solace, there have also

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due to prejudice, ignorance and our members own 
fears of coming out and asking for services. Clearly 
this is due to the possibility of being labeled as 
"sick", as well as the fear of being targeted for 
harassment or prosecution. By being a known, and 
hopefully respected, member of the community, I 
can provide direct services to members who are in 
need without the fear of mistreatment or ignorance, 
and I can also act as a conduit to other services 
and providers who are ethical and informed in their 
practice. It is also my hope that my knowledge base 
can lend itself to helping others to put time into 
thought and discussion about the nature of who we 
are, what we do and how to continue to explore 
while defending the concepts of safe, sane and 
consensual.  Two areas of education that I feel very 
strongly about are the challenges associated with 
being an adult in this community with issues of past 
childhood victimization, and also the issue of what 
we do as being labeled as being 'sick' or 'insane'. I 
have spent a great deal of time explaining to 
members and to other professionals that the criteria 
utilized by the Medical community to define illness 
have been changed to allow for individual 
expression of sexuality without the label of being 
'sick' or 'perverted'. It is most important for our 
members to have an understanding of this issue, 
because many professionals do not. This is due to 
ignorance and/or resistance to change due to 
prejudice. The best weapon that our members have 
to combat inappropriate labeling or professional 
prejudice is knowledge of the actual definitions of 
what is illness and what is not.  Finally, it is my 
hope that a day will come where I will no longer 
have to segregate what I do and who I am from my 
professional role. At that point, I would be more 
able to act as a representative of our community in 
the mundane world to aid in further professional 
understanding that we are not a uniform group of 
disturbed, wounded perpetrators, but rather we are 
diverse and multifaceted adults who are sharing our 
various ways of loving and exploring intimacy 
privately and respectfully. 
 
Many people in the scene have trouble 

accepting that Doms can have limits too. Do 

you have limits? Do you care to share some of 

them with us?

themselves. While still others have discovered 
other possible ways of living and being that have 
called to them as if they were the siren song inviting 
them home. In many of these situations, individuals 
may turn to the Scene, or lifestyle as a method of 
fulfilling the needs or wants that they are enduring. 
Others, who have carried the scars of past 
experiences, and who wish to free themselves from 
the grip of past suffering, injury or restrictions, may 
look upon the involvement of Scene activities as a 
method of dealing with this carried baggage from 
an earlier time. And finally, there are those who are 
damaged whether it be due to injury, upbringing, 
genetics, or substance abuse, who discover the 
scene as a play ground which allows them the 
chance to act out their impulses and fantasies that 
would elsewhere be considered antisocial and 
unacceptable.  In all of these cases, the scene can 
serve as an opportunity to release past issues, face 
unresolved issues or a place to vent socially 
unacceptable impulses and desires. All of these 
can be very therapeutic if they are carried out 
responsibly and ethically. To meet these standards, 
it is very important that any partner, facilitator, Top 
or Dom being aware of the issues at hand, the 
specific goal of the undertaking, be skilled in 
grounding techniques and be prepared to provide a 
lot of emotional and spiritual support in the cool 
down phase of a scene. A thorough debriefing and 
processing of the scene and the emotional process 
that the target participant has gone through is 
mandatory to improve the likelihood that any 
enlightenment or release that was experienced will 
have a lasting effect. Finally, it can not be stressed 
enough that this will NEVER replace the more 
traditional therapeutic process. It can enhance the 
therapeutic process. It can also provide needed 
catharsis and release of stress and memories, but 
again, it is not a replacement for more traditional 
therapy. 
 
Do you see your career as a Mental Health 

Counselor helping you with your role in the BD/

SM community, and if so, in what way? 
 
Yes, I see many positives in the relationship 
between my career and my involvement in the 
community. Firstly and most obviously, our 
community is under served by many professionals

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What do you think your greatest "draw" as a 

dominant is? 
 
I would hope that it is that I am perceived as being 
worthy of a submissive's trust, for both safety and 
ability to deliver an exciting and fulfilling scene 
experience. Although, I'm sure walking around with 
a half a purple cow on my shoulder probably 
doesn't hurt any. 
 
I would like for you to share a bit of your history 

with your Mentor, Sir Midian.  
 
The stories of Sir Midian and I would take up more 

lines then are available in ten issues of 
PowerLines. Let me just say that I was 
blessed to have been introduced to my 
Mentor, best friend, Sword Brother and 
fellow adventurer all at one time. Sir 
Midian is not only one of a kind, he is one 
of the greatest of his kind, and I am 
honored for him to call me friend. 
 

If being "Outted" were no problem for you and 

your professional career, how much more 

involved in the BDSM community would you 

be? Have you ever considered running in one of 

the leather contests, like Mr. Florida Leather, or 

the like? 
 
If my work did not require me to remain somewhat 
closeted, I would be MUCH more involved in the 
community and in political and legal activism. 
 
Yes, I have had a few confidants suggest that I 
should enter one of the many wonderful contests 
that we have in Florida. It has tempted me in the 
past, prior to my gaining a few (actually not so few) 
extra pounds.  Depending on career and physical 
fitness, I would think it possible that I would enter 
and hope for the honor of representing some 
measure of our community by holding a title.  
 
 
15. In what direction do you think the local, state 
and national BDSM groups are going? Where, in 
your opinion, should they go? What can each of us, 
as a part of that big leather community, do to help. 
 
As to where do I see the community and it's

Yes, I do have limits.  
 
Some are based in limited experience, that is, that I 
will not undertake a scene that I have not had 
previous experience with or been mentored 
appropriately through. An example of this is some 
forms of scarification and piercing. Although I have 
much knowledge of some of the appropriate 
methods to carry these out, I will not experiment 
with the flesh or soul of another. 
 
Another limit for me is based in personal 
preference. I have little interest in Scat play. This is 
not a judgement of the form of 
play or those who find it 
desirable. It is simply not 
something that resonates with 
me. 
 
For a variety of reasons, I do 
not partake in verbal 
degradation and humiliation.  
 
Generally, I do not partake in breath play or air 
sports due to their inherent risk for injury or death. 
 
I will not scene with another's submissive ordered 
to undergo a scene who can not or is not allowed to 
verbally respond to me to demonstrate insight and 
informed consent. 
 
I know what My favorite toys of yours is (and 

believe it or not, it is not the Purple Monster!) " 

the writer will add what her favorite toy is at the 

end of the interview" What is yours? Why? 
  
There are two answers here…  
 
Truthfully, I really believe that my favorite tool is the 
human mind, both mine and the subject that I am 
working on. Ninety percent of what I do would have 
no interest or value if it were not experienced in the 
context of a submissive's state of mind.  
 
Now, if I must name an object, so to speak…the 
best all around tool that I know of is the human 
hands. All that is needed for a scene is what is 
between our ears and then the touch of a human 
hand.

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separate groups going at present, I can not claim to 
have sufficient knowledge of the wide range of 
groups and organizations that exist to really answer 
this reasonably. However, as to where they should 
be going, I can venture my image of a better future. 
 
I want to see local groups coming together to form 
non-profit political action committees to address 
unjust laws, regulations and persecution by 
authorities. My future involves a congress, a 
gathering of the diverse members of the Leather 
Tribe to find common ground and to write a position 
statement with a unified code of conduct.  This 
could be used to help the legal community (and we 
ourselves) define the difference between our 
Lifestyle and cases of Domestic Violence or abuse.  
I would see the Leather community making itself 
available for both medical and psychiatric data 
collection to help these professional communities 
more clearly understand the ability to live this 
lifestyle as healthy and adjusted adults. I would 
value medical research that would help us to 
address any disproportionate risks that we do carry 
as a community and gain suggestions on how to 
avoid illness and injury by better understanding of 
the medical issues and possibly by better 
equipment design.  
 
As to what each person can do…to quote mass 
marketing "Just Do It!"  Be active, don't hide just 
because you do something different in your 
bedroom, basement or on your weekends away 
from home. Join civic groups. Raise your voice for 
acceptance and  diversity. Vote for those who do 
not support prejudice, even if they don't build better 
roads or they don't come from your political party. 
Donate your time to worthy causes. Especially to 
those in our larger Leather Tribe that you might not 
otherwise have contact with. Go to other groups 
meetings.  Meet them and find common ground. 
Ask questions. Learn what they think about. 
Understand how they play differently than you do. 
Be informed, know what the politicians and police 
are up to. Ignorance is not bliss, it is a bull's eye on 
your back. 
 
Although you haven't been able to make as
