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ceremony, where the participants are living the 
BDSM lifestyle 24/7 and are entering into a D/s 
commitment at the same time.  A contract may also 
be written between a mentor and a mentoree, 
outlining the responsibilities of each party, as well 
as contracts being written for polyamorous 
relationships.  The most common contract that is 
written, within the lifestyle, is one based on a play 
relationship.  In this case, the people involved sit 
down and negotiate: exactly what will occur during 
play; who will be involved; when and where the play 
will occur; limits, both hard and expandable; 
responsibilities; and how the contract can be 
ended, if it does not last for the original time allotted 
to it.  Once all of these things have been agreed 
upon, the parties then sit down and either 
individually or together write up a contract.  Then, 
at some point, there is usually a formal signing 
ceremony, occasionally witnessed by others.  This 
ceremony might also include a collaring, if that was 
something that both parties felt was an integral part 
of their relationship. 
 
People tend to like contracts because everything (if 
it is an extremely well thought-out form) is spelled 
out.  Everyone knows just what is expected of 
them, and the ramifications of what might happen if 
these expectations and/or responsibilities are not 
met.  Additionally, for some slaves/submissives, 
they enjoy the thought that the last thing they do as 
a free person is to sign a piece of paper that then 
shows they are now property and no longer a free 
agent, so to speak.  They are agreeing to give up 
their rights as a free person, willingly.  The contract 
gives security, though it may well be a false feeling 
if both parties are not sincere when they enter into 
it.  It gives the people involved something to refer 
back to, when they have questions or 
disagreements about the dynamics of the 
relationship.   
 
A contract may contain many different topics, 
depending upon the specifics of the individual 
relationships.  The relationship that I was 
considering entering into was one where the other 
person would be providing a service to me.  As it 
wasn’t a “collared” position, per se, and the 
relationship was to have only one major facet, I 
decided it would be best to put down all of my rules 
and expectations, ask the other person for their 
input, and then craft the final document and have 
us both sign it.  In this case, I decided that I need to

Hello all! 
 
I hope that everyone has dried out from the recent 
bouts of rain, and that you and your families and 
loved ones have come through the storms intact.  
As always, please remember that the contents of 
this column are merely my ideas and beliefs about 
the BDSM lifestyle and are not necessarily 
representative of those of the editors of PowerLines 
or the Orlando BDSM Munch/OPEx.   
 
Within the past two months, I have been asked 
several times about contracts.  What are they? Are 
they legally binding?  Why would someone want 
one? What is in them?  Who writes them?  And 
other questions along these lines.  Additionally, I 
recently found myself considering a contractual 
relationship, and made myself sit down and actually 
put together a contract, to see what steps were 
involved in one.  And out of these experiences has 
risen this month’s column. 
 
In the vanilla world, a contract is a legally binding 
document, which spells out the terms of some 
agreement.  People sign contracts when they get 
married, merge businesses, open a new business, 
enter into a partnership with others, and so on.  
Within the BDSM lifestyle, a contract is usually 
signed between an owner/dominant/top and a 
slave/submissive/bottom.  This document spells out 
the relationship, expectations, responsibilities, and 
so on.  However, most of these contracts are not 
legally binding, although in the case of the end of a 
relationship, when one party sues for palimony, 
they may be used in court to explain some of the 
intricacies of the relationship.  It is also important to 
note that not all contracts are written.  In some 
cases, the participants may opt to have a verbal 
agreement.  This is frequently the case when the 
BDSM aspects of the relationship have to co-exist 
with vanilla aspects.  As a result of having to merge 
the two halves of the people lives, it becomes very 
difficult to say exactly what will be expected at all 
times.  And as relationships are constantly 
evolving, some people find it easier to modify a 
verbal contract instead of having to rewrite and 
resign a written one. 
 
Many people in the lifestyle swear by the use of 
contracts.  In a contract, all forms of behavior, 
limits, play, responsibility, rights, and so on, are 
covered.  Contracts may be written for a once a 
month encounter, or be a component to a wedding

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cover forms of address, rights and responsibilities 
of both parties, exactly what service was to be 
performed, how it was to be performed, and when it 
would occur.  Additionally, I covered what was not 
acceptable to me, what my basic household rules 
are, extension and termination of the contract, a 
special clause saying that there would be no play 
nor sexual contact, though there might be 
discipline, to be negotiated at a later date.  I was 
very careful to outline privacy rules, as those are 
important to me.  During the writing of the contract, 
I looked at sample contracts posted in various 
areas on the Internet, as well as the one included in 
Screw the Roses, Send Me the Thorns.  I took 
ideas from here and there, talked with people that I 
know have entered into contractual relationships in 
the past, and then designed my own contract to 
meet my own needs.  This is very important.  There 
is no right or wrong way to design a contract.  They 
are as individual as the relationships that they help 
to govern. 
 
I do not have a written contract with either of my 
collared slaves.  This is because our relationships 
are continually evolving, and I’d feel hypocritical 
signing some piece of paper, knowing that by 
tomorrow I’d have to either re-write some part of it, 
or ignore some clause that cannot be applied 
because of vanilla constraints.  However, I sat 
down with both of them and discussed what the 
ground rules for the relationship are, what my 
expectations are, and what my demands are.  I was 
careful to cover what rights they might or might not

retain once they became my property.  However, I 
was also careful to remind them, and myself, that 
as the relationship evolved, so would the 
agreement.  I try and make time, at least once a 
month, to sit down and talk with them, to see how 
things are progressing, cover any problems and/or 
concerns that any of us might have, and to decide if 
we need to start an exploration of different 
avenues.  So I do have a verbal contract with both 
of them, and we all know what is expected and 
allowed and what is out of bounds or off limits.  This 
is what works for us, for now.  It might not work for 
anyone else. 
 
A contract is a beautiful thing, entered into by 
consenting adults in the BDSM lifestyle.  However, 
some people view them as being frivolous or 
impractical.  While we are all entitled to our own 
opinions, I would argue that most of us are involved 
in contractual relationships, regardless of whether 
or not there is a written piece of paper.  For any 
relationship, friendship or otherwise, is an 
agreement between two or more people.

Dom, Switch, 
Sub?  I know you are strictly heterosexual, but 
is there ever a situation where you would 
bottom to another man?  
 
Although everyone may not agree, I think everyone 
is a combination to some degree or another of 
Dom/Sub, therefore switch.  It's just that some are 
95% one, and 5% other.  Personally, I view myself 
as primarily a sub, who has/does top on occasion.  I 
think to really know where you fit in within the 
community, you should at least try both.  I know for 
me, there were many things I did not want to try 
went I first started, but soon learned to never say 
never!  If you don't try it, you will never know...  
 
That goes for both subs trying their hand at being a 
top and Dom/mes trying their hand at being sub.  
With a few exceptions, I think the best Dom/mes 
have at least experienced the sub side to find out 
what it's like, and I think that is the best way to 
learn...

Can you elaborate more on the dynamic 
between you and the Dominant?

There has to be a very special trust between me 
and the Domme, of course.  I think more so for me 
than between a Dom and female sub.  Don't ask 
me why...just what I think.  Even though I may not 
be aware of my surroundings, but always feel the 
Domme with me throughout the session.  It's like 
the smell of a familiar perfume someone may be 
wearing when they walk by that reminds you of 
something.  To me, it's like I can smell the Dommes 
perfume throughout subspace.  Did I confuse you 
yet? 
 
No...not at all...I can identify with that 
completely.  Having an awareness of the 
Dominant is the most important aspect of the 
scene, true?  
 
Anyone 
can flog you.

I have found that for an "open community", a lot of 
people can be very bias in their opinions of others.  
Kind of tells me who the real people are and who 
the players are.  It's like those that are not into 
some particular type of play, so criticize others for 
doing it.  That is awfully narrow minded to me.  As 
long as it does not involve kids and is SSC...  NO 
ONE should criticize what type of play others may 
be doing.  
 
Vellvetone and SubmissiveShe both would like 
to read your description of "subspace" from the 
male sub perspective.  What is the dynamic 
between you and the Dominant?  And based on 
your observation and interaction with female 
submissives, do you think there is any general 
difference in how a male sub responds ?  
  
They don't want much, do they????  *smile*  Of 
course,  subspace is different for everyone, I think 
especially between men and women.  Now this is 
my opinion, so don't want any hate mail from the 
women, but I have found that for women, it's easier 
to go into subspace than men...at least easier than 
it is for me.  I've only been there a few times, and 
took me a long time to get there.

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woman’s back, for example.  
Heading a four-officer undercover unit that attended 
Studio Heart Club parties, Shepard said he and 
Officer Daniel Lockwood were joined by two 
investigators from the U.S. Department of Alcohol, 
Tobacco and Firearms and a state attorney’s 
investigator. The officers posed as two married 
couples who wanted to join the adults-only club, 
said Shepard.  
The officers had to produce identification and swear 
they weren’t law-enforcement officers. The entry 
fee for couples was $30.  
It didn’t take the undercover police long to realize 
they weren’t visiting the sort of business the Orrises 
claimed to be running on their business license — 
that of a janitorial service.  
Police surveillance spurred on by an early 
complaint by a neighboring business owner and 
then-Kissimmee Commissioner Steve Burke, 
confirmed what the reportees were saying during 
the latter part of 1997: The 2,500 square foot-
building didn’t seem to be used by janitors. People 
who frequented the place across from Skate 
Reflections, a roller-skating rink popular with local 
youths, were never seen “carrying mops, buckets 
or garbage cans,” according to police reports.  
Commenting on not having to testify about the 
sensitive undercover work he and his three cohorts 
had to do in the secretive club, Shepard said he 
didn’t need his “15 minutes of fame.”  
The club members — or “victims,” as they were 
referred to on Monday — wanted protection from 
videotapes that could greatly damage their 
reputations. After initially questioning the 
constitutionality of a court order prohibiting the 
defendants from discussing the membership rolls, 
Judge Whitehead agreed to that request, pushed 
by both the prosecution and the defense. He also 
approved the destruction of the videotapes.  
Responding to the judge’s concern, attorney 
Wasserman said there should be no constitutional 
problem sealing the list. He said it was something 
routinely done in cases he worked on.  
Prosecutor Folley then added an unusual court 
directive onto Neil Orris’ conditions. One item would 
be spared from confiscation by authorities; attorney 
Wasserman keeps an adult-oriented collection of 
confiscated items from the smut-and-obscenity type 
cases he’s worked on at his office, Folley explained 
to the judge.  
“I don’t need to know anymore,” said Whitehead.  
At least a dozen club members cooperated with the

COUPLE AVOID JAIL WITH PLEA DEAL IN 
BONDAGE CLUB CASE

A Kissimmee couple arrested when police closed 
their private bondage club on Dyer Boulevard in 
February avoided some pain Monday, receiving 
probation when sentenced in Osceola County 
Circuit Court.  
According to sentencing terms set forth in a plea 
bargain, Beverly Orris, 48, received six months of 
Osceola County probation for running Studio Heart 
Club. Her husband, Neil Orris, 39, was given more 
punishment — a year and a half of probation and 
50 hours of community service. Both pleaded no 
contest to misdemeanor charges.  
Representing them was defense attorney David 
Wasserman, known for his work on other Central 
Florida cases involving adult entertainment.  
Advertised as an adult venue that hosted events 
such as a “New Year’s Eve Black and Blue Ball” 
and classes for the aspiring “dominatrix,” Studio 
Heart was termed “a sado-masochistic dungeon” by 
Orange-Osceola Assistant State Attorney Dave 
Folley during the sentencing.  
The closing of the club attracted much local media 
interest, particularly when Kissimmee police 
displayed the flogging instruments found at the 
warehouse for television cameras. Beverly Orris 
told Circuit Court Judge Reginald K. Whitehead she 
was worried that the media spotlight would shine on 
the couple again, as she stipulated to never discuss 
the names on the membership list. She said she 
didn’t want more of “a horrible media blitz.”  
Beverly Orris pleaded no contest to misdemeanor 
charges of maintaining a structure for the purpose 
of lewdness and engaging in a business without a 
proper license. The club opened in June 1998 and 
was closed in mid-February.  
Neil Orris, listed on his arrest sheet as a laborer, 
pleaded not guilty to three counts of intercepting 
oral, written or wire communications. The charge 
was related to what Folley called “surreptitious” 
videotaping. Costumed adults who joined the 
private club were taped performing acts of torture 
on each other; and, according to police reports, 
engaging in sexual activities at the centrally located 
warehouse.  
Kissimmee police Sgt. Warren Shepard compared 
some of the floggings to the hits administered in pro 
wrestling, saying participants sometimes only went 
through the motions of pain inflicting. A man used a 
nine-inch hunting knife to slit open the clothes on a 
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investigation, Shepard said. None were believed to be Osceola County residents.  
Barring an unexpected appeal, it appears that the case is coming to a close.  
Shepard said his wife took a lot of ribbing from other teachers at the local school she works at after the 
arrests became public knowledge.  
He also said there were dangers involved. Those included being in a dungeon with people who were 
self-proclaimed bondage enthusiasts who didn’t want police anywhere near the premises, along with 
possible infection from blood or semen shed at the club. Medical help was most likely not going to be 
called whatever happened, Shepard said, noting that one male who suffered symptoms of stress was 
previously driven in a private vehicle for medical attention.  
“It was a once-in-a-lifetime case,” the sergeant, a veteran of about a decade on the force, said this week.  
After paying entry fees and event admissions of $30 a couple, Shepard and the other officers were 
offered spaghetti and soft drinks to go along with the uninhibited atmosphere, according to reports.  
The officers wrote of “vibrating nipple clamps” placed on topless women, sex acts and of sitting next to a 
colorful Deltona couple. The woman wore a leather bra and “a dog-style leather collar,” among other 
things. The police reported purchasing a deerskin “flogger whip” for $40.  
Asked about what made him think the nearby business owner’s complaints were valid, former 
Commissioner Steve Burke said he watched who was visiting the site for evening activities.  
“It looked like a military operation,” said Burke. “Or a gym. The bags and the rest.”
