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Is It Just A Hide Or Is It Leather?: Earning Leathers

| first learned about earning leathers from the wickedly
twisted Kasi Sumrall. | remember the moment clearly.
| was sitting with Her in the courtyard of Le Petit
Theatre in New Orleans. It was the day after | had
competed in the national Olympus Leather contest.
She took the time to explain to Me how leathers were
earned in Her family. For example, in order to earn
boots, the submissive must shine them every day for
a month to Her satisfaction. If at any time the boots
were found less than satisfactory, the thirty days
would begin again. To earn chaps, the submissive
must keep his/her legs shaved smooth to the touch for
thirty days. | was fascinated by this concept. That a
piece of leather could have significance, meaning,
purpose, soul! This was an important turning point in
My conception of what leather meant to Me.

My talk with Kasi came a few months after | had
purchased a great deal of custom made leather-pants,
skirt, shirt, vest, shorts and (regrettably) a leather
Master's cap. | bought it because | thought that's what
one should wear, especially when competing in
leather contests, as | was at the time. | had no idea of
the significance of My purchases or what that leather
would come to mean to Me.

There is not just one-way to earn a piece of leather.
One might use a heavy scene that involves stretching
limits. Another option is the assignment of a specific
chore, such as shining boots for a specified period of
time. An extended project can even be assigned.
There is a wonderful account of how a woman earned
her leather vest by collecting club colors for the
Leather Archives & Museum. It can be found at http:/
www.leatherquest.com/the.htm. The bottom line is
that there are infinite ways to make leather into more
than an article of clothing. Each one of us can choose
how to make it meaningful. Make the leather
meaningful to you. Make it your own.

In our community today, earning leather has become
a personal choice. When | first petitioned My Sir for
Mentorship, | asked if He would accept the gift of all
the leathers | had bought. | explained that these
leathers were just pieces of hide. They had no
purpose, no meaning and no soul. | truly wanted My
leathers to mean something to Me. | wanted the
opportunity to turn each piece of hide into a symbolic
accomplishment. | wanted the meaning and purpose
inherent in working toward a goal. | didn't just want to
look like a Leatherwoman. | wanted the heart and
soul of a Leatherwoman.

As Sir and | negotiated Our contract, He asked Me
what was important to Me. At the time, | felt woefully
inadequate as an SM Top. | needed to learn.
Therefore, Sir assigned three pieces of My leather
educational requirements. He also felt service to the
leather community was an important aspect of being a
well rounded, contributing individual. My vest would
be a worthy reward for this task. My leather jacket is
earned when | have completed several of the tasks
outlined in My contract. And finally, the Master's cap.
To this day, that piece of leather is the one | most
regret buying. Even though it is now in Sir's
ownership, | will never feel that | have earned that cap
because | bought it for Me. It is the most significant
leather item in My eyes because it conveys Mastery of
this lifestyle on the wearer. | don't think | will feel
comfortable wearing a Master's cap for many, many,
many years. It sits on a high shelf in the closet and
the only time | touch it is when | take it down for
monthly conditioning.

Those of you who know Me may see Me wear leather
to events. How can this be if | don't own it? | told Sir
that | would feel like an imposter if | wore that leather
before | had earned it from Him. However, He felt that
| had established a certain position in the community
and He wanted Me to shine. In answer to My
dilemma, Sir suggested a solution. Before | ever
touch a piece of leather, He will tell Me what to wear.
If He is not there, | will call Him. If | can't reach Him, |
do not wear leather.

As | stated above, leather can be earned by
contributions to the leather/ SM community. Those of
you at the Orlando Munch Bash this year may
remember a special announcement by the head of our
family, Sir Louis Michael. He announced that both
Cindy and annette aka lilone had earned their leather
vests. What you did not see was what went on before
the event. Cindy had contacted Sir about the
possibility of annette having earned a piece of leather
by producing the Bash with Cindy. We considered the
facts and decided that the amount of love, energy and
commitment annette had shown had definitely met
Our requirements for earning her vest. However, We
did not tell Cindy that We felt she had also earned her
vest in Our eyes. The tears on their faces were more
precious than gold to Our family. By recognizing their
accomplishment in front of the community they have
given so much to, We recognized their commitment
to this lifestyle. For Me, that is what Leather truly
means.
